
European markets saw a slight increase today, with 
the STOXX 600 index rising by 0.6%, driven by 
investor optimism over the potential easing of U.S. 
tariffs on automobile imports, as hinted by former 
U.S. President Donald Trump. The automotive and 
parts sector performed the best, rising by 2.5%, 
becoming the most profitable among sectors.



In Germany, the DAX index rose by 0.9%, while the 
FTSE 100 in the UK gained 0.8%. In contrast, the CAC 
index in France declined by 0.2%, impacted by a 
sharp 7.1% drop in shares of LVMH, which reported 
weak Q1 earnings due to reduced consumer spending 
in the U.S. and ongoing weak sales in China.

On the other hand, shares of BE Semiconductor 
Industries, based in the Netherlands, rose by 
7.1% after U.S. company Applied Materials 
acquired a 9% stake. Ericsson's shares jumped 
by 6.9% following strong financial results for the 
first quarter.



Markets are now awaiting the European Central 
Bank's meeting scheduled for Thursday, where 
analysts expect a 25 basis point rate cut to 
2.25%, amid concerns over the impact of the 
rising euro on inflation and economic growth in 
the Eurozone.

China has stopped exporting several rare earth minerals critical to 
tech, automobile, and defense industries, effective April 3. The halt 

includes seven heavy rare earth metals and rare earth magnets. 
Elements like dysprosium and yttrium are essential for the U.S. 

industries, especially in technology and defense.



This move, which affects all countries, comes after China’s ongoing 
threats to leverage its dominance in rare earth materials. The new 
restrictions also require special export licenses for these materials, 

a process China has just started setting up, causing concerns about 
supply shortages.

Analysts emphasized that defensive sectors such as healthcare and consumer staples continue to offer attractive opportunities due to their resilience 
during economic slowdowns. These sectors have demonstrated stability in times of financial and political pressure.



The report also noted that the recent pullback in some global stock markets may not signal the end of a cycle, but rather a natural correction that could 
precede a new upward trend—particularly with central banks potentially moving toward easing policies.



JPMorgan described the current phase as a period of watchful calm, adding that major investment opportunities may start to emerge as economic 
outlooks improve and inflation rates gradually decline, which could help restore market confidence in the coming months.
