While US tariffs 
may push the region into contraction, Trump’s policies 
might drive European integration forward.

Strategy:

Look for short entries near 1.2600 with tight stops. A confirmed break below 1.2300 could lead to downside toward 1.2200 or even 1.2000. Only a close above 1.2750 would reverse the short-
term bearish bias.



 

3. USD/JPY – US Dollar / Japanese Yen

 

Technical Overview:

USD/JPY remains in a strong uptrend, supported by interest rate differentials. The pair is approaching long-term resistance near 155.00.

 

Strategy:

Trend-following traders may consider buying dips toward 152.00–153.00 with stops below 151.50. If price breaks above 155.00, momentum could carry it toward 158.00. Be cautious of 
potential BOJ interventions.

 

 

. EUR/USD – Euro / US Dollar

 

Technical Overview:

EUR/USD has been trading in a broad range, showing signs of slight bearish pressure. Price is hovering near 
key support at 1.0650, with resistance capped around 1.0900. The RSI is neutral, suggesting limited 
momentum either way.

 

Strategy:

Traders can look to short rallies toward the 1.0900–1.0950 zone with a stop above 1.1000. A break below 
1.0650 opens room toward 1.0500. On the flip side, a bullish breakout above 1.1000 could trigger a rally 
toward 1.1200.

 

2. GBP/USD – British Pound / US Dollar

 

Technical Overview:

The pair is under bearish pressure, consistently making lower highs. Resistance lies at 1.2600, while support 
is seen around 1.2300 and 1.2200.

Global Markets:

Global markets are experiencing sharp volatility due to the 
escalating trade war between the U.S. and China. The U.S. 
imposed a 145% tariff on Chinese imports, while China 
retaliated with a 125% tariff on American goods. This has led 
to declines in U.S. stock indices like the Dow Jones and S&P 
500. Asian markets were also affected, with Hong Kong’s 
Hang Seng Index plunging 13.2%, marking its worst 
performance in decades. Investors are flocking to safe-haven 
assets like gold amid the turmoil.



Saudi Market:

The Tadawul All Share Index (TASI) closed today up by 
0.17%, supported by strong performance in sectors like 
energy and banking, despite mixed performance across 
major sectors. The market saw notable activity with a trading 
volume of SAR 6.46 billion and over 650,000 transactions. 
Additionally, United Carton Industries Company announced 
plans to offer 30% of its shares in an IPO, boosting market 
interest.



Cryptocurrencies:

The cryptocurrency market is facing high volatility. Bitcoin 
saw a pullback amid expectations of reaching $70,000 due to 
the global trade tensions. Meanwhile, "Sonic" token surged 
strongly, supported by growth in the decentralized finance 
(DeFi) sector. ZKsync platform suffered a security breach, 
leading to the unauthorized minting of 111 million $ZK 
tokens, causing a 20% drop in price before partial recovery.



Oil Prices:

Oil prices stabilized today after recent fluctuations. OPEC 
projected global oil demand to increase by 1.43 million 
barrels per day in 2025 and 2026. QatarEnergy raised the 
premium for Al-Shaheen crude for March to the highest level 
in over two years. However, prices remain under pressure 
amid concerns of a global economic slowdown due to rising 
tariffs.



UAE Markets:

UAE markets are witnessing growth in bond and sukuk 
issuances, with an 8.3% increase recorded by the end of Q1 
2025. The Abu Dhabi Securities Exchange approved the 
issuance of perpetual sukuk for Warba Bank, while Emirates 
Islamic Bank issued $750 million in sukuk. These 
developments reflect investor confidence in the UAE market 
despite global challenges.



Gold:

Gold prices have reached record highs, driven by economic 
uncertainty and intensifying trade tensions. UBS Bank 
forecasted gold could reach $3,500 in 2025 as demand for the 
metal as a safe haven remains strong. However, prices have 
recently pulled back slightly following U.S. tariff exemptions 
on certain products, easing market pressure.

4. USD/CHF – US Dollar / Swiss Franc

 

Technical Overview:

USD/CHF has shown resilience and is consolidating within an upward channel. Key resistance is at 0.9100, with support near 0.8900.

 

Strategy:

Look for buying opportunities on dips toward support, targeting a move to 0.9100. A breakout above 0.9100 would confirm bullish continuation. A drop below 0.8900 would turn focus back 
to 0.8750.



 

5. AUD/USD – Australian Dollar / US Dollar

 

Technical Overview:

AUD/USD remains in a downtrend, with weak momentum and lower highs forming over recent weeks. Resistance is at 0.6600; support lies at 0.6400 and 0.6300.

 

Strategy:

Sell rallies toward resistance levels, with stops above 0.6620. A break below 0.6400 could trigger further weakness toward 0.6300. A close above 0.6700 would challenge the bearish trend.

 

6. USD/CAD – US Dollar / Canadian Dollar

 

Technical Overview:

USD/CAD is trading in a consolidation pattern, with slight bullish bias. Resistance is at 1.3750, support at 1.3500.

 

Strategy:

Buyers can consider entering near 1.3500, targeting 1.3750 with stops below 1.3450. A break above 1.3750 could extend the rally to 1.3900. Crude oil prices remain a key fundamental factor.
