
The Dubai Financial Market dropped by 0.2% due to 
losses in Emaar Properties and Salik, while the Abu 
Dhabi index declined by 0.3% amid broader risk 
aversion. In Qatar, the main index rose by 0.2%, 
supported by strong results from Qatar National 
Bank and Vodafone Qatar.



In the oil market, Brent crude is trading at around 
$66.62 per barrel, while West Texas Intermediate 
(WTI) is at $63.73. Prices slightly recovered due to 
short-covering, but concerns about global recession 
linked to US tariffs and Federal Reserve instability 
continue to pressure the market. Gulf oil producers 
remain sensitive to price fluctuations, impacting 
budget planning and corporate profits.



Regarding regional debt markets, the Saudi Public 
Investment Fund plans to issue sukuk worth $1.5-2 
billion this quarter, following previous bond 
issuances of $11 billion. Abu Dhabi Ports and 
Masdar are also preparing to enter global debt 
markets, including issuing $1 billion in green bonds 
for renewable energy projects. These moves reflect 
the Gulf’s strategy to secure funding for economic 
diversification and infrastructure despite global 
fluctuations.



As for the impact of gold on retail trade in the Gulf, 
gold prices have risen above $3,400 per ounce, 
reducing consumer demand in traditional retail 
centers like Dubai’s Gold Souk. Retailers are shifting 
focus to lighter jewelry and lab-grown diamonds, 
which are gaining popularity among younger 
consumers.



Looking ahead, Gulf stock markets remain mixed, 
driven by corporate earnings, global political risks, 
and oil price trends. Central bank decisions, US 
dollar movements, and geopolitical developments 
will continue to influence investor behavior across 
the region.

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 Manufacturing PMI (April)

This key indicator reflects the level of activity in the manufacturing sector. A reading 
above 50 indicates expansion, while a reading below 50 signals contraction. 
Investors and policymakers closely watch this index to assess the overall health of 
the economy.



 Services PMI (April)

This index measures the performance of the services sector, which comprises the 
majority of economic activity in developed economies. It provides insight into 
consumer demand and business confidence across industries like retail, finance, 
and healthcare.



 New Home Sales (March)

This report shows the number of newly constructed homes sold during March. It’s a 
critical gauge of the housing market and consumer confidence. Higher-than-
expected sales may indicate economic strength, while declines could raise 
concerns.



 US Crude Oil Inventories

Published by the Energy Information Administration (EIA), this weekly report tracks 
changes in crude oil stockpiles. A sharp increase could signal weaker demand or 
oversupply, potentially putting downward pressure on oil prices, while a decline 
supports bullish sentiment in energy markets.

 Initial Jobless Claims

This weekly metric reveals how many people filed for unemployment benefits for the 
first time. It is a timely indicator of labor market conditions—higher claims may reflect 
economic weakness, while lower numbers support a strong jobs outlook.



 Existing Home Sales (March)

Tracks the total number of previously owned homes sold in March. It’s a crucial 
measure of housing demand and consumer sentiment. Interest rates play a big role 
in this figure, especially in times of monetary policy shifts.



 Federal Reserve Balance Sheet

This report outlines the total assets held by the Federal Reserve, including 
Treasuries and mortgage-backed securities. Changes in the balance sheet can 
signal shifts in monetary policy, such as quantitative tightening or easing.

Bitcoin Surges Past $88,000 Amid 'Sell Everything American' Trend

Bitcoin soared beyond the $88,000 mark as 
investors continued to dump U.S.-based assets 
in favor of alternatives like Bitcoin, the euro, and 
gold. The rising demand for Bitcoin and euro call 
options — which offer asymmetric upside 
exposure — indicates growing expectations of 
capital rotating away from American assets that 
have recently lost their appeal.

Crypto Currencies

Gulf market
European markets opened lower after the 
long Easter weekend, pressured by renewed 
fears over the U.S. economy and global trade 
tensions.



Stoxx 600 fell by 0.5%, with all major bourses 
in the red.



Tech stocks led the decline, with the sector 
down 1.7%.



Market sentiment remains cautious following 
U.S. President Donald Trump’s criticism of 
Fed Chair Jerome Powell, calling him “Mr. Too 
Late” and a “major loser.”



Trump warned that the economy could slow 
unless the Fed cuts rates and hinted last 
week at Powell’s possible termination, a move 
currently under legal scrutiny.



Meanwhile, China threatened retaliation 
against countries aligning with U.S. efforts to 
isolate Beijing, further fueling global trade 
worries.

European markets

US
The Dow Jones Industrial Average plunged over 700 points on Monday, 
deepening its monthly losses to more than 9%. The U.S. Dollar Index also 
tumbled to a three-year low of 98, reflecting a 10% decline over the past 
three months. Adding to the pressure, U.S. Treasury bond prices dropped 
sharply, pushing the 30-year yield above 4.90%.



This broad-based sell-off in American assets comes amid escalating 
political and economic uncertainty. President Donald Trump's ongoing 
trade war, coupled with his public threats to dismiss Federal Reserve Chair 
Jerome Powell, has rattled investor confidence and sparked growing calls 
to reevaluate investment strategies in light of the mounting instability.
