
Saudi Stock Market and UAE Market Update



The Saudi stock market continued its upward 
momentum on Wednesday, with the main index, 
"TASI," closing 0.82% higher, gaining 94.71 
points to reach 11,681.11 points. Trading 
volumes increased to 6.07 billion SAR, 
compared to 5.41 billion SAR in the previous 
session. Nearly all sectors posted gains, with 
the basic materials sector leading the way with a 
0.93% increase, followed by the energy sector 
up 0.6%. Meanwhile, the communications and 
banking sectors saw increases of 0.52% and 
0.5%, respectively. On the other hand, the 
pharmaceutical and long-term goods sectors 
saw slight declines. 189 stocks advanced, led by 
"Al-Baha," which rose by 9.97%. The market's 
parallel index, "NOMU," also saw a positive 
performance, rising by 0.64%.



In the UAE markets, 6 stocks captured 39% of 
the trading liquidity, totaling 744.891 million 
AED. Emaar Properties topped the list with a 
trading value of 178.41 million AED, followed by 
International Holding Company (IHC) with 162.83 
million AED. The UAE market saw a positive day, 
with the Dubai Financial Market Index rising by 
1.38%, closing at 5,205 points, and the Abu 
Dhabi Securities Exchange Index increasing by 
0.72% to reach 9,324 points. Overall, the total 
market gains in Dubai and Abu Dhabi amounted 
to 31.49 billion AED, with the Dubai Financial 
Market gaining 13.49 billion AED and the Abu 
Dhabi Securities Exchange adding 18 billion 
AED.

$93,269, with expectations for strong weekly 
gains close to 10%. The rise was supported by 
indications that US President Donald Trump 
might soften his stance on trade tariffs, despite 
ongoing caution in the markets due to the 
uncertainty surrounding US-China trade 
negotiations.

European markets

Google's parent company, Alphabet, reassured jittery investors on 
Thursday that its deep investments in AI were fueling strong returns at its 
core ad business. Despite global economic uncertainty, Alphabet's first-
quarter profit and revenue surpassed expectations. The company also 
announced a $70 billion stock buyback program, pushing shares up 4% in 
after-market trading, adding $75 billion to its market value.

Alphabet reaffirmed its AI expansion plans and confirmed its $75 billion 
capital expenditure guidance for the year, offering optimism for investors 
in other tech giants like Meta and Amazon, whose shares also rose in after-
market trading.

Concerns over U.S. President Donald Trump's trade policies have caused unease about potential economic downturns and have 
raised worries that tech companies may scale back AI infrastructure due to the effects of tariffs between the U.S. and China. 
However, Google’s statements suggested that AI investments were still a top priority for the company.



Revenue from Google's ad business, which accounts for nearly three-quarters of its total revenue, rose 8.5% to $66.89 billion in 
the quarter, surpassing analysts’ expectations for a 7.7% increase, though it was a slowdown compared to the prior quarter's 
10.6% growth. Despite this, Alphabet’s leadership acknowledged the potential headwinds from global economic uncertainties, 
particularly from changes in trade regulations impacting APAC-based retailers.
