
UAE Markets Rise Amid Easing Global Trade Tensions



UAE stock markets saw positive momentum at the start of 
trading on Tuesday, with easing trade tensions between the 
United States and its global partners contributing to the 
gains.



By 10:30 AM UAE time, the Dubai Financial Market Index 
rose by 0.37% to 5,236 points, with a trading volume of 
14.788 million shares worth 49.45 million dirhams across 
1,327 transactions. The rise was driven by strong 
performances from stocks like Union Properties (up 0.35%), 
TECOM (up 0.64%), Talabat (up 0.71%), Shuaa Capital (up 
1.60%), and Salik (up 0.39%).



Meanwhile, the Abu Dhabi Securities Exchange rose by 
0.64% to 9,528 points, with a trading volume of 62.666 million 
shares worth 291.874 million dirhams across 3,784 
transactions. The increase was led by notable gains in 
shares of Abu Dhabi Commercial Bank (up 4.04%), ADNOC 
Drilling (up 0.62%), ADNOC Gas (up 0.63%), Abu Dhabi Ports 
(up 0.25%), and Borouge (up 0.39%).



Strong Earnings for Aldar Properties in Q1 and 2024



Aldar Properties, listed on the Abu Dhabi Stock Exchange, 
reported a significant 24.6% increase in net profit for Q1 
2025, amounting to 1.6 billion dirhams compared to 1.3 
billion dirhams in the same period last year. Revenues 
surged by 39% to reach 7.8 billion dirhams, while sales grew 
by 42% to 8.9 billion dirhams.



The company also saw a 16% rise in income from financial 
assets measured at fair value, reaching 18.4 million dirhams 
compared to 15.8 million dirhams in Q1 2024. Additionally, 
finance income grew by 3% to 184.6 million dirhams, 
compared to 179.5 million dirhams in Q1 2024.



For the full year 2024, Aldar Properties posted a 43% 
increase in net profit, totaling 5.596 billion dirhams 
compared to 3.922 billion dirhams in 2023. Operating 
revenues for the year climbed 62% to 22.998 billion dirhams, 
up from 14.160 billion dirhams in 2023. Finance income also 
saw a notable increase of 43%, reaching 715.4 million 
dirhams in 2024 compared to 498.8 million dirhams in the 
previous year.

future monetary policy path.

regarding trade agreements.

Technical Analysis and Trading Strategies for Major Currencies

Bitcoin Holds Near $94,000 as Momentum Slows Amid Trade Concerns



Bitcoin stabilized near the $94,000 level on Monday, supported 
by inflows into spot exchange-traded funds (ETFs). The world’s 
largest cryptocurrency rose by more than 11% over the past 
week, strongly recovering from its early April lows amid a 
broader rebound in high-risk assets.

Despite this recovery, momentum has begun to slow as 
uncertainty persists regarding trade talks between the United 
States and China, alongside increasing tariff exchanges.

Bitcoin posted a slight gain of 0.1%, reaching $94,051.8 as of 
9:35 a.m. Saudi time, remaining close to its two-month high of 
$95,000 recorded last week, despite weak trading volumes.

Crypto Currencies

Gulf market
The White House has confirmed that President 
Trump plans to reduce tariffs on auto parts for 
cars manufactured in the U.S., just days before 
the 25% import levies exemption expires. This 
move follows extensive lobbying by industrial 
leaders and signals a shift in the Trump 
administration’s tariff policy. The decision will 
prevent automakers from paying additional 
tariffs on top of existing levies on steel and 
aluminum, providing relief to companies that 
manufacture domestically.



Global markets, including major European 
indices, saw gains following the announcement, 
with markets continuing their positive 
momentum. The reduction in tariffs is expected 
to benefit U.S. automakers by allowing them to 
shift parts production back to the U.S. without 
the burden of additional tariffs, strengthening 
domestic manufacturing.



This tariff reduction follows Trump’s earlier 
remarks in April, where he expressed a desire to 
help U.S. car manufacturers by offering them 
more time to move production to the U.S. Major 
companies such as Ford and Tesla had 
previously suspended production plans or 
shipments to China due to retaliatory tariffs, 
making this development a positive signal for 
the industry.



Despite Trump’s announcement, China has once 
again denied engaging in any tariff negotiations 
with the U.S., although Trump has repeatedly 
claimed trade talks are underway. Treasury 
Secretary Stott Bessent remarked that "it’s up to 
China to de-escalate" the ongoing trade 
tensions. This move by the Trump administration 
seems to signal a softening of the hardline 
stance on tariffs, which has been a key factor in 
the relief rally seen in global markets. Investors 
are now closely watching U.S. technology 
earnings reports, set to be released later this 
week, for further market direction.

European markets

US
As Canada heads into its elections on Monday, recent polls 
show a tightening race between Prime Minister Mark Carney’s 
Liberal Party and the Conservative Party, led by Pierre Poilievre. 
The Liberal Party’s lead has narrowed to 42% compared to the 
Conservatives’ 39%, down from a nearly seven-point margin last 
month. Despite this shift, pollsters believe the Liberals are still 
likely to secure victory due to the country's electoral system, 
which tends to favor a wider distribution of votes.



Carney’s leadership has gained momentum after the public’s souring of former Prime Minister Justin Trudeau’s administration 
and the impact of the U.S. trade war under President Trump. While the focus has shifted from Trump to domestic issues like 
the economy and affordability, Carney remains well-regarded for his economic expertise, which could influence voters in his 
favor.



Market Impact:

The Canadian election results may impact the Canadian dollar, especially with potential shifts in trade policies under the new 
government. A win for Carney’s Liberals could lead to stability and confidence in the economy, while a Conservative win might 
cause market uncertainty due to potential changes in economic and trade policies.
