
UAE Stock Markets See Decline as Investors 
Await Key US Economic Data Amid Growth in 
Gulf Oil Exports to Japan



UAE stock markets opened Wednesday's 
trading session with a decline as investors 
awaited crucial US economic data that may 
influence the Federal Reserve's decisions on 
interest rates. The Dubai Financial Market 
Index dropped 0.41% to 5219 points, with 51.5 
million shares traded worth AED 86.6 million. 
Shares of notable companies such as 
"Taaleem Holding", "Shuaa Capital", and 
"Mashreq Bank" saw declines, while the Abu 
Dhabi Securities Exchange Index fell 0.28% to 
9500 points.



Meanwhile, Gulf oil exports to Japan saw a 
significant increase in March 2025, rising by 
7.68% year-on-year, representing 96.18% of 
Japan's total crude oil imports. According to 
statistics, Gulf oil exports to Japan reached 
75.28 million barrels, up from 69.91 million 
barrels in March 2024. The UAE led the Gulf 
countries and the world in crude oil exports 
to Japan, exporting 32.44 million barrels, 
accounting for 41.40% of Tokyo's total 
imports.



Additionally, Saudi Arabia ranked second 
with 30.89 million barrels, followed by Kuwait 
with 5.23 million barrels, while Qatar and 
Oman exported 4.23 million barrels and 2.49 
million barrels, respectively.

Gold Prices Decline Under Pressure from Strong Dollar and Reduced 
Trade Tensions, Investors Await Key U.S. Economic Data

Gold prices have fallen during Wednesday's trading, pressured by a 
strong dollar and easing trade tensions, as investors await key U.S. 
economic data later this week for clearer indications on the future 
direction of interest rates from the Federal Reserve.



Spot gold dropped by 0.3% to $3306.18 per ounce, though the 
precious metal is still on track to achieve its fourth consecutive 
monthly gain, having risen by about 6% since the beginning of April. 
This reflects continued investor interest in gold as a safe haven amid 
ongoing economic uncertainty.

Germany’s Stock Markets Reverse April 
Losses After Trump Grants Auto Tariff Relief



Germany’s stock markets have risen by 21% 
since President Donald Trump announced a 
90-day pause on reciprocal tariffs on April 9, 
nearly reversing all of April's losses. Trump’s 
auto tariff relief is expected to continue 
supporting the broader market rally, with 
significant surges in auto stocks.



Germany’s benchmark stock index, the DAX, 
rose for the sixth consecutive trading day, 
poised to recover all losses from early April. 
This rally mirrored global market trends as 
the Trump administration made further 
adjustments to its tariff policy, easing 
recession concerns.



On Tuesday, US President Trump signed two 
executive orders aimed at reducing the tariff 
burden on automakers. The first order 
provided relief by preventing automakers 
from facing overlapping duties, such as 
those on steel and aluminum. The second 
order revised the 25% tariff policy on auto 
parts, which was set to begin on May 3, 
allowing automakers who complete vehicle 
assembly in the US to claim an offset 
equivalent to 3.75% of the retail price in the 
first year, dropping to 2.5% in the following 
year.



These measures are seen as positive for 
Germany’s auto industry, with shares of 
companies such as Mercedes-Benz, 
Volkswagen, and BMW rising by nearly 20%, 
fully reversing their earlier losses. 
Meanwhile, the DAX has benefited from this 
broader rally, climbing 21% from its low on 
April 7 and approaching its monthly high.

Goldman Sachs' chief economist, Jan Hatzius, expects the US 
dollar to continue its decline following a recent 5% drop on a 
broad trade-weighted basis. While he warned that this 
depreciation could lead to increased inflationary pressures, he 
also noted that it could make US exports more globally 
competitive. Hatzius further highlighted that the ongoing 
economic slowdown in the US is reinforcing this trend, but he 
does not foresee the US economy outperforming other 
economies significantly at this time.
