Bitcoin Holds Near $94,000 as Momentum Slows Amid Trade Concerns



Bitcoin stabilized near the $94,000 level on Monday, supported 
by inflows into spot exchange-traded funds (ETFs). The world’s 
largest cryptocurrency rose by more than 11% over the past 
week, strongly recovering from its early April lows amid a 
broader rebound in high-risk assets.

Despite this recovery, momentum has begun to slow as 
uncertainty persists regarding trade talks between the United 
States and China, alongside increasing tariff exchanges.

Bitcoin posted a slight gain of 0.1%, reaching $94,051.8 as of 
9:35 a.m. Saudi time, remaining close to its two-month high of 
$95,000 recorded last week, despite weak trading volumes.

He emphasized that 
the resilience of China’s economy and the forex market would help support the stability of the 
Yuan. The central bank will continue with a loose monetary policy and enhance support for the 
economy, while ensuring the Yuan remains stable. Additionally, the PBOC aims to stabilize 
market expectations regarding the Yuan and address any market-distorting behaviors decisively.
