
Gold prices in the UAE dropped on 
Thursday after the Central Bank 
decided to keep the interest rate 
steady at 4.40%, in line with the U.S. 
Federal Reserve. The price of 24K 
gold reached AED 392.80 per gram, 
22K at AED 360.07, 21K at AED 
343.70, and 18K at AED 294.60. The 
gold ounce stood at AED 12,224, 
while a kilo was priced at AED 4,592.

Today, trading began on the shares 
of Americana, E7 Group, and Al Ain 
Ahlia Insurance on the Abu Dhabi 
Securities Exchange, and Talabat 
Holding on the Dubai Financial 
Market, without dividend rights.

European Markets Rise as Investors Await Central 
Bank Decisions and Trade Deal Hopes Mount

European stock indices rose on Thursday as 
investors absorbed a flurry of corporate earnings 
ahead of a series of central bank interest rate 
decisions, including one from the Bank of 
England.



Germany’s DAX was up 0.8%, France’s CAC 40 
gained 0.5%, and the UK’s FTSE 100 rose 0.1%.

Markets rose Thursday as sentiment improved following President Trump’s 
announcement of a press conference on a potential trade deal with the UK. 
He also hinted at future deals with South Korea, Japan, and India, raising 
hopes of easing tariff tensions amid ongoing U.S.-China talks.



Investors also await interest rate decisions from Sweden, Norway, and the 
UK, where a rate cut is expected. Meanwhile, the U.S. Federal Reserve kept 
rates unchanged, with Chair Powell warning that prolonged high tariffs 
could slow growth and raise inflation.

Bitcoin Surges Amid Optimism Over Potential US-UK Trade Deal!

Bitcoin surged early Thursday, breaking above the 
$99,000 mark for the first time since February, as 
market sentiment improved following U.S. President 
Donald Trump's comments suggesting a potential 
trade deal with the United Kingdom.

The flagship cryptocurrency jumped 2.6% in the 
past 24 hours, while Ethereum rallied 4% to reach 
$1,914 — signaling strong bullish momentum 
across the broader crypto market.

With Bitcoin now closing in on the key $100,000 
threshold, investors are closely watching how 
global political developments, like Trump’s 
proposed UK trade agreement, may influence the 
next big move in crypto markets.

Crypto Market

Gulf market
Oil prices fell on Wednesday despite data showing a 
decline in U.S. inventories and optimism about trade 
talks between the U.S. and China.



The Energy Information Administration reported a 2 
million barrel drop in U.S. crude inventories to 438.4 
million barrels, while analysts had expected a 1.3 
million barrel decrease.



Gasoline stocks rose by 0.2 million barrels to 225.7 
million barrels, while distillates dropped by 1.1 million 
barrels to 106.7 million barrels.



The Federal Reserve warned of rising economic risks, 
noting that increasing uncertainty could worsen 
inflation and lead to higher unemployment.



Investors are awaiting a meeting between U.S. and 
Chinese trade ministers in Switzerland this week, with 
hopes of reaching a trade agreement between the 
world’s two largest economies.



Brent crude futures for July fell by 1.66% to $61.12 per 
barrel, while West Texas Intermediate (WTI) crude 
futures for June dropped by 1.73% to $58.07 per barrel.

Trade Agreement Announcement Boosts Market Sentiment: U.S. President Donald Trump announced 
plans to unveil a significant trade agreement, likely with the United Kingdom. This development positively 
impacted both American and Asian stock markets, reflecting growing optimism about the trade outlook. 
U.S. stock indices rose by 1.15% in the morning session, while Asian markets saw a gain of 1.1%, 
signaling strong investor sentiment and global market recovery.



Tech Sector Decline Amid Gains: Despite overall stock market growth, the U.S. telecommunications sector 
suffered a notable 7.5% drop, with a tech company that recently introduced AI tools facing considerable 
losses. The Federal Reserve decided to hold interest rates steady at 4.5%, in line with economic forecasts. 
This decision also took into account risks like unemployment and economic stagnation, with Federal 
Reserve Chairman Jerome Powell emphasizing a cautious stance. He acknowledged economic 
uncertainties tied to tariffs and urged patience before making any further policy changes.


Dollar Index Strengthens but Retraces: Following the Federal Reserve's decision, the Dollar Index strengthened, reaching 99.80 during 
Tuesday trading. However, it later retraced slightly due to broader market losses. In the commodities market, oil prices in West Texas 
dropped to $58.07 per barrel, while Brent crude reached $61.12. These declines were attributed to market concerns and uncertain trading 
conditions.
