
The Saudi stock market (Tadawul) 
posted a negative performance in April 
2025, as the main index TASI dropped 
2.94%, losing 353.47 points to close at 
11,671.58, down from 12,025.05 at the 
end of March. Market capitalization fell 
by SAR 407.02 billion, bringing the 
total to SAR 9.512 trillion, compared to 
SAR 9.919 trillion previously. Losses 
spread across 15 sectors, led by 
transport (-7.08%), energy (-5.19%), 
banks (-4.1%), and basic materials 
(-1.25%). On the positive side, the 
telecom sector rose 4.77%, followed 
by pharmaceuticals (+4.32%) and tech 
services (+2.5%). Trading values 
surged 11.34% to SAR 125.96 billion, 
while volumes jumped 35.88% to 6.55 
billion shares, with a daily average of 
327.41 million shares. On the final 
trading day of April (Wednesday), TASI 
declined 0.64%, weighed down by 
losses in 17 sectors, primarily energy 
and banking.

Gold prices fell sharply on Thursday, losing 
more than 2% and hitting their lowest level in 

two weeks. The drop was driven by a 
stronger U.S. dollar index and reduced global 

trade tensions, both of which weakened 
gold’s appeal as a safe-haven asset.



Investors are also on edge ahead of the U.S. 
Non-Farm Payrolls (NFP) report due this 
week, a key indicator that could influence 
Federal Reserve policy and further impact 

gold's direction.



Gold Prices Drop Over 2% 
Amid Stronger Dollar and 

Easing Trade Tensions

1. EUR/USD (Euro vs. US Dollar)

Current Outlook: Recent posts on X indicate EUR/USD is under bearish pressure, potentially targeting 1.1200 unless it breaks above 1.1400.

Technical Indicators:

Support Levels: 1.1200 is a key support; a break below could signal further declines toward 1.1150.

Resistance Levels: 1.1400 acts as a strong resistance. A move above could target 1.1450.

Moving Averages: Watch the 50-day (short-term) and 200-day (long-term) moving averages. A bullish crossover (50-day above 200-day) suggests buying opportunities.

RSI (Relative Strength Index): If RSI is near 30, it may indicate oversold conditions, hinting at a potential reversal.

Market Context: The European Central Bank’s dovish stance and expected inflation drop to 2.1% in 2025 could weaken the euro. Monitor US economic data like Unemployment Claims, which may increase volatility.



2. GBP/USD (British Pound vs. US Dollar)

Current Outlook: GBP/USD recently hit a high near 1.34 but faces risks of a pullback if 1.3330 is breached, with support at 1.3250.

Technical Indicators:

Support Levels: 1.3250 is a critical support; a break could lead to 1.3200.

Resistance Levels: 1.34 is a resistance; a breakout could push toward 1.3450.

Momentum Indicators: Use the Momentum indicator to confirm if the price trend has strength. A weakening trend below 1.3330 may signal a sell.

Market Context: The pound is slightly negative today compared to other majors (except JPY). Watch for UK economic updates or US data impacting the dollar.



3. USD/JPY (US Dollar vs. Japanese Yen)

Current Outlook: The yen is significantly weak, trailing other currencies, with no clear technical reversal signals.

Technical Indicators:

Support Levels: Recent lows around 150.00 (indicative, based on historical volatility) may act as support.

Resistance Levels: 152.00 could be a near-term resistance.

MACD (Moving Average Convergence Divergence): Look for bearish divergence to confirm weakening upward momentum, suggesting a potential short.

Market Context: The yen’s weakness is pronounced, but betting on corrections is risky without strong signals. Monitor Bank of Japan interventions or US data.



4. USD/CHF (US Dollar vs. Swiss Franc)

Current Outlook: Limited specific data for today, but USD/CHF is often driven by safe-haven flows and US dollar strength.

Technical Indicators:

Support Levels: 0.8700 (indicative, based on recent ranges).

Resistance Levels: 0.8800.

Bollinger Bands: If the price touches the lower band, it may indicate a buying opportunity; upper band touches suggest overbought conditions.

Market Context: The dollar is leading today, supporting potential USD/CHF strength.



Trading Strategies for Major Currency Pairs



1. Moving Averages Crossover Strategy

How It Works: Use two moving averages (e.g., 50-day and 200-day). Buy when the shorter MA crosses above the longer MA; sell when it crosses below.

Application:

EUR/USD: If the 50-day MA crosses below the 200-day MA, consider a short position targeting 1.1200, with a stop-loss above 1.1400.

GBP/USD: A bullish crossover could signal a buy toward 1.34, with a stop below 1.3250.

Risk Management: Set stop-loss at 1-2% of account balance. Limit risk per trade to 1% of capital.



2. Momentum Trading Strategy

How It Works: Trade in the direction of strong price movements, confirmed by momentum indicators. Buy when prices rise with high momentum; sell when falling.

Application:

USD/JPY: If momentum confirms continued yen weakness (e.g., rising prices with strong volume), enter a buy with a target of 152.00 and a stop below 150.00.

GBP/USD: If momentum weakens below 1.3330, short toward 1.3250.

Risk Management: Use trailing stops to lock in profits as the trend progresses. Monitor volume to confirm momentum strength.



3. Range Trading Strategy

How It Works: Identify key support and resistance levels and trade within the range. Buy at support, sell at resistance.

Application:

EUR/USD: If the price oscillates between 1.1200 (support) and 1.1400 (resistance), buy near 1.1200 with a target of 1.1380 and a stop below 1.1180.

USD/CHF: Buy at 0.8700, targeting 0.8780, with a stop below 0.8680.

Risk Management: Place stop-loss orders just outside the range to account for breakouts. Avoid trading during high-impact news like US Unemployment Claims.



4. Scalping Strategy (Short-Term)

How It Works: Capture small price movements (3-5 pips) using short time frames (1-5 minutes). Ideal for volatile pairs like USD/JPY.

Application:

USD/JPY: On a 5-minute chart, buy when the price breaks above a short-term moving average (e.g., 20-period) with high volume, targeting 5 pips. Set a tight stop-loss (2-3 pips).

Risk Management: Account for spreads and commissions, which can erode profits. Limit scalping to high-liquidity sessions (e.g., London-New York overlap).

General Considerations for May 1, 2025

Volatility Warning: US Unemployment Claims data release today could cause significant market swings. Avoid holding positions during the announcement unless trading news-driven strategies.

Market Sentiment: The US dollar is currently strong, while the yen is notably weak. The pound and euro face downward pressure, suggesting caution on long positions.

Risk Management:

Use stop-loss orders for every trade.

Limit risk to 1-2% of account per trade.

Dubai Hosts Key Event Shaping the Future of the Crypto Market Amid 
Trump’s Shifting Stance


Crypto enthusiasts gathered in Dubai on 
Wednesday for an important event focused on the 
future of the digital currency market, despite some 
waning enthusiasm following Donald Trump's 
shifting stance on cryptocurrencies. The two-day 
event in Dubai features prominent speakers, 
including CEOs from major crypto companies, 
along with senior officials such as the head of 
digital assets at BlackRock and Goldman Sachs, 
and Eric Trump, who will speak on Thursday. While 
Trump had previously expressed skepticism about 
cryptocurrencies, he committed to supporting the 
sector by easing regulatory constraints and even 
launched his own cryptocurrency, following a series 
of crypto company collapses in 2022.



Crypto Market

Gulf market
Shares of Mercedes-Benz slipped 
slightly on Wednesday after the 
automaker withdrew its full-year 
forecast and announced a decline in 
earnings.



The company noted that the impact of 
U.S. trade policies remains difficult to 
quantify, warning of potential damage 
to its margins due to these policies.



Mercedes-Benz shares dropped more 
than 1% by midday CEST, as investors 
feared the effects of trade barriers 
imposed by the U.S. administration.



In a press release, the company stated: 
"The U.S. tariff policy, as well as 
countermeasures from other 
governments, are leading to significant 
uncertainty for the global economy."



Mercedes's earnings before interest 
and taxes dropped 41% year-on-year to 
€2.3 billion in Q1 2025. Net profit 
plunged 43% to €1.7 billion, while 
revenue fell 7% to €33.2 billion.

European markets

US

Microsoft and Meta both exceeded expectations in their March quarter earnings, 
lifting shares in after-hours trading. The results suggest that strong demand for 
artificial intelligence (AI) is helping both companies offset the negative impacts of 
tariff-driven economic uncertainty.



Highlights include Microsoft's Azure cloud business and Meta's advertising revenue, 
both significantly boosted by AI developments.



Shares of Microsoft jumped 7%, while Meta's shares rose 5.4% in after-hours trading. 
Despite the gains, Meta's shares are still down 3.7% year-to-date.



Microsoft reported a 33% year-on-year growth in its Azure cloud business, with 16% 
of that growth attributed to AI services.
