
UAE–US Relations: A Growing Economic and 
Investment Partnership



The United Arab Emirates and the United States have 
announced a strengthened economic partnership 
through a new 10-year investment framework worth 
up to $1.4 trillion.



This initiative aims to accelerate trade and 
investment cooperation between the two countries, 
paving the way for a promising future, according to 
the UAE Ministries of Economy and Finance.



The volume of non-oil trade exchange between the 
UAE and the U.S. is expected to reach $34.43 billion 
by 2024.



The UAE is the largest trading partner of the United 
States in the Middle East, while the U.S. ranked as 
the third largest global trading partner of the UAE in 
2023.



Breaking: Nvidia Chip Deal Enhances UAE–US Tech 
Cooperation



The Trump administration is considering a deal that 
would allow the UAE to import over one million 
advanced Nvidia chips, exceeding limits set by Joe 
Biden’s administration on AI chips.



According to sources from Bloomberg, the ongoing 
negotiations could allow the UAE to import 500,000 
cutting-edge chips annually until 2027. One-fifth of 
this quantity will be allocated to G42, an AI company 
based in Abu Dhabi, while the rest will go to 
American companies building data centers in the 
UAE.



The deal could also include major companies like 
OpenAI, which is expected to announce a new data 
center capacity in the UAE soon.



This deal would mark a significant shift in U.S. policy 
towards AI development in the region, particularly in 
the UAE.



During his visit to the Middle East, Trump may unveil 
details of this agreement, which would bolster U.S.–
UAE relations in the field of artificial intelligence.

Gold prices fell on Wednesday as easing 
trade tensions between the United States and 

China weakened demand for safe-haven 
assets. Investors are closely watching 

upcoming U.S. inflation data, which will be 
key in shaping expectations for the Federal 
Reserve’s next monetary policy move. The 

current support level for gold is seen as 
critical, particularly if the inflation figures show 
signs of cooling, which could prompt the Fed 
to delay or moderate any expected interest 

rate cuts.

The pan-European Stoxx 600 provisionally closed 0.07% higher, extending 
gains from the previous day when markets rallied on news that Washington and 
Beijing had agreed to slash steep tariffs for 90 days.



In corporate news, Bayer shares rose by 3% after the pharmaceutical firm beat 
both top and bottom line expectations. Reinsurer Munich Re’s stock dropped 
by 4.3% after the company announced claims from January’s Los Angeles 
wildfires are expected to total 1.1 billion euros ($1.2 billion).



Vestas shares gained 9.2% to top the Stoxx 600, reporting a 29% year-on-year 
increase in first-quarter revenue.



Across the Atlantic, U.S. stocks were higher after data showed the annual U.S. 
inflation rate stood at a lower-than-expected 2.3% in April.

European stock markets finished in positive 
territory on Tuesday, as uncertainty over the global 
trade outlook lingered despite a pause in the tariff 
spat between the U.S. and China.

Whales Return and Bitcoin Volatile, While Altcoins Lead the Rally


Ether (ETH) and Dogecoin (DOGE) recorded strong gains on 
Wednesday, jumping 9% over the past 24 hours. The surge 
strengthens the ongoing bullish trend, with both tokens delivering 
double-digit returns over the past week.



The broader cryptocurrency market posted moderate growth, with 
total market capitalization rising by 1.7%. Bitcoin (BTC) remained 
stable near $103,700 during early Asian trading hours.



Ether traded above $2,600, while Dogecoin hovered around $0.24. 
Other major altcoins, including XRP, BNB (BNB Chain), Cardano 
(ADA), and Solana (SOL), recorded gains between 3% and 5%.

Crypto Market

Gulf market
Goldman Sachs analysts revealed that 
U.S. President Donald Trump prefers 
crude oil prices in the $40 to $50 per 
barrel range, based on a review of his 
social media activity. The report noted 
Trump’s pattern of calling for lower 
prices when West Texas Intermediate 
(WTI) exceeds $50, while supporting 
higher prices when WTI drops below 
$30 to aid U.S. energy producers.



Despite this preference, oil prices are 
currently trading above $63 per barrel 
due to optimism following a U.S.-China 
90-day tariff truce. However, a 
significant build in U.S. crude 
inventories is expected, which may 
weigh on prices.



Analysts point out a potential conflict 
between Trump's desire for consumer-
friendly fuel prices and the 
sustainability needs of U.S. shale 
producers, who typically require prices 
above $60 to remain profitable.

The U.S. dollar steadied on Wednesday following its biggest decline in over three weeks, driven by a cooler-than-expected U.S. inflation report. 
The consumer price index (CPI) rose by 0.2% last month, falling short of economists' expectations for a 0.3% increase, after a 0.1% dip in March. 
This data strengthens the case for potential easing by the Federal Reserve, as global trade tensions begin to cool, further impacting market 
sentiment.



The Labor Department's report on U.S. consumer inflation suggests that the economic pressures might be easing, offering more room for the 
Federal Reserve to consider a shift in policy, possibly reducing interest rates.



Trump Announces Sanctions Lift and $600 Billion Saudi Deal



In a surprise announcement, President Donald Trump revealed that the United States will lift long-standing sanctions on Syria as part of a 
broader shift in U.S. foreign policy during his Gulf trip. Additionally, he secured a monumental $600 billion investment commitment from Saudi 
Arabia to the U.S. The deal includes a nearly $142 billion arms package, marking the largest "defense cooperation agreement" ever brokered by 
Washington.



These developments could have significant implications for both the U.S. dollar and broader economic relations, especially with the region's 
energy and defense sectors.
